
Dear CMA Family,

Many of you traveled the journey with us last year, as CMA’s company of dancers ministered throughout 
Japan. You were an incredible support team for us, helping us raise finances, getting support from local 
churches and praying for us before and during our trip. We truly could not have done it without each one 
of you!

I am privileged to tell you that CMA’s company has been asked to come back to Japan again this 
summer! Praise the Lord, He is so good! Each of our company members prayed personally about this 
opportunity and we have all decided that this is something the Lord would have us do this year. That 
means that, Erica Bergfalk (Breite), Tiffany Case, Melissa Estepp (Gifford), Crystal Gifford, Naomi Porter 
and Alyssa Weiss will be traveling together once again to minister in Japan!

We are really excited about this year’s trip! Unlike last year where we traveled to a different city every 
few days, this time we will be staying  with one ministry for a longer period of time. This way we will be 
able to better serve their ministry and be able to spend more time building relationships with them. Our 
company will be traveling to Kyushu (the lower island in Japan) for 12 days, the last week of July. We will 
be working with Rocky and Marla Ayatsuka, a couple we worked with on our trip last summer. They head 
up Aroma Ministries, where their desire is to ignite a spark of passion in believers and to bring many 
unbelievers to Christ. They have a heart for young people and travel the country (of Japan) holding 
concerts and sharing their testimonies and the message of Christ.

In the city of Kitakyushu we will have the opportunity to:

 - Hold worship dance workshops for children to adult.
 - Have a “Purity” seminar for girls.
 - Teach about worship dance ministry, giving advice on things we   
   have learned over the years and on how to start a dance ministry.
 - Hold concerts like last year, dancing and sharing the gospel through   
   our testimonies and God’s word.
 - Work with a vacation Bible school.

We also have the possibility of ministering in other cities as well. We are praying that the Lord would 
open the doors that He wants us to go through. Where He leads, we will follow!

Our hearts are pulled to Japan because of the spiritual need in this country. Out of the entire population, 
less than 1% of the people claim to be Christians. Most of the people are Buddhist and 
Shinto, worshiping god’s that will never hear their cries. There is so much 

hopelessness, that Japan has one of the top suicide rates in 
the world. That statistic hit home, as one of the people we 
met in Japan (and have stayed in touch with), attempted to 
commit  suicide earlier this year. Thanks to the Lord’s 
protection that person is still alive and we are praying 
constantly for the Lord to do a complete healing in their life. 
People we talked with last year would tell us of how hard it 
was to stand as a Christian in this country. You are shunned 
or looked down upon by your family, and most of them feel very alone. God 

placed the people of Japan very heavily on our hearts, and I personally wanted to go back to these 
people from the minute I got home last year.
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How can CMA make a difference?

- The Japanese people are very drawn to the arts, so our concerts were 
the perfect thing to bring in non-believers. Each church we worked with last 
year told us that over half of the people in attendance at each concert 
were not Christians. They would come to see these “American dancers” 
and end up hearing personal testimonies of our walks with Christ and the 
salvation message! 

- We are also able to offer encouragement to believers in Japan. 
“Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom, teaching and admonishing one another in 
psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord. And whatever you 
do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him.” 
Colossians 3:16-17

WOULD YOU CONSIDER BECOMING A PART OF OUR SUPPORT TEAM ?

You can do this in two ways: 

First:        We need people who are willing to pray for us. Last year our prayer support team was 
      invaluable to us. We need people who are willing to pray now, in this time of    
      preparation, as well as during our time there. 

Second:   We need people who are willing to help us financially. 

Cost:  We sincerely need your help.
§ We need to raise $2,000 for each team member. That's a total of $12,000. 
§ That amount is almost completely for airfare, the rest is for extra expenses. 
§ We need to raise the majority of our funds as soon as possible, because 

                our airfare needs to be purchased.

Each team member will also be responsible for raising a significant portion of their own expenses. The 
church in Kyushu will be providing our food, lodging and transportation fees once we are 

in Japan. We know the Lord has called us to go to Japan, so we lay everything at His 
feet, trusting that He will supply all our needs through His people.

We stood in amazement, as we saw the Lord open the doors to Japan last year. Now CMA has the 
privilege of ministering there not just once, but twice! Our hearts desire is to be His hands and feet, 
taking the message of Christ to anyone who will hear it. It has been exciting over the last year to hear 
how many of our young students have been inspired to use their dance for missions. The Japan tour 
last year began to show them that they could use the talent God has given them to break language 
barriers and begin to spread the gospel. We constantly want to inspire our students to live such a 
passionate life for Christ that it would spill over onto all who come near. 

Thank you for taking the time to read this letter. 
I hope it encourages you and reminds you that all things 
are possible with God!
